MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

This Memorandum of Understanding between the Minnesota HIV Services Planning Council, hereinafter
referred to as the COUNCIL, and the State of Minnesota, on behalf of its Department of Human Services
(DHS), hereinafter referred to as the STATE, is undertaken to create a shared understanding of the
relationship between the COUNCIL and the STATE, define their respective roles and responsibilities and
promote a mutually beneficial partnership. The partnership will ensure the effective planning and delivery
of core medical and support services to persons living with and affected by HIV in Minnesota through the
Part B award.

The STATE and the COUNCIL agree to the following terms:

The word "ACT" as used in this agreement refers to the Ryan White CARE Act of 1990, Public
Law 101.381 and amendments thereto, and subsequently renamed the Ryan White HIV/AIDS
Treatment Modernization Act of 2006.

The acronym "HRSA" as used in this agreement refers to the United States Department of Health
and Human Services Health Resources and Services Administration, the federal agency that

administers the Ryan White HIV/AIDS Treatment Modernization Act of 2006.

The COUNCIL and STATE agree to abide by federal and state legislative requirements and
HRSA policies.

1. TERM OF THE AGREEMENT

The Term of this agreement shall be from the date of signing through September 30,
2009.

2. STATE ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

The STATE is solely responsible for the following tasks:

a. Procurement - award Part B contracts to service providers through the Minnesota
Department of Human Services contracting requirements and as specified in the
Minnesota Department of Human Services Contracts Manuals.

b. Contracting-- The STATE will utilize the COUNCILS’ prioritization and allocation
process to assist in contracting for services under Part B.

c. Contract monitoring - Monitor vendor contracts to ensure that service providers and
consultants funded with Part B resources allocated by the COUNCIL are meeting
their contract responsibilities and established standards of care.
